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The Solidarity Assistance
Offered by Cuba fo Haiti

* The solidarity of the Cuban people did not arrive at Haiti at the time of
the earthquake. Our cooperation with that brotherly country has been
offered for more than a decade now.

* At the time the earthquake shook Haiti , around 400 Cuban cooperators
were working in that brotherly country selflessly and free -of-charge.

» Cuban doctors started to offer their services right after the earthquake
took place. It has been the most important medical assistance received
by the Haitian people in the first 72 hours and it is practically the only
medical assistance they are receiving now.

* On January 13th, more than 60 health cooperators reinforced the medi-
cal brigade in Port-au-Prince , among them there are specialists from
the Henry Reeve Contingent for emergency situations with experience in
similar disasters.

* This medical brigade carried medicines, provisioning, food, serum and
plasma bags with them.

* Until Thursday, January 14, at 20:00 hrs, 1 987 patients had been treat-
ed and 111 surgical interventions had been performed at 5 assistance
locations in Port-au-Prince .

» The Tent Hospital of the annexed, La Renaissence Hospital , the Ofat-
ma Hospital, the Comprehensive Diagnosis Centers from Grand Goave
and the Comprehensive Diagnosis Center of Mirebalais. These last two

are located at the outskirts of the capital city.

* Furthermore, Cuban cooperators at other Haitian departments started to
work at the 6th location for medical attention, set up at Delmas 33Hospital.

* Around 400 Haitian youths, who were trained as doctors in Cuba, work
today along side the Cuban reinforcements to save lives in this critical situ-
ation.

* We can confirm the information that has been published already about
Cuba ’s immediate authorization, upon request, to use the Cuban air space
in the Eastern territory of our country by US airplanes.

* Cuba is willing to cooperate with all nations on the ground, including the
United States, in order to assist the Haitian people and save lives, since
Cuba has the personal and the necessary infrastructure in that country to
do so.

* Right now, Cuba is cooperating with Venezuela, Namibia and Norway to
support the Haitian people.

* We are also cooperating with China, Dominican Republic, Mexico and
Russia.

* We have addressed the PAHO requesting logistical support, expendable
surgical material, hospital support and other necessary materials to guar-
antee medical assistance in Haiti .

+ Since December 1998, Cuba offers medical cooperation to the people of
Haiti , through the Health Comprehensive Program.

» Up to date, 6 thousand and 94 cooperators have rendered their services
to this sector in Haiti , who have performed more than 14 million medical
consultations, more than 225 thousand surgeries, assisted in more than
100 thousand deliveries and saved more than 230 human lives.

+ In 2004, after the passing of Tropical Storm Jeanne through the city of
Gonaives , Cuba offered its assistance through a brigade made up of 64
doctors and 12 tons of medicaments.

+ 5 Comprehensive Diagnosis Centers, built by Cuba and Venezuela , were
offering their services before the time of the disaster.

* As from 2004, Operation Miracle is being performed in Haiti . Until De-
cember 31, 2009, a total of 47 thousand 273 Haitians had been operated
on.

* There are 660 Haitian youths currently studying in Cuba , of which 541
are being trained to become doctors.

* In Cuba , 917 professionals have been trained, of which 570 are doctors.

» Cuba cooperates with Haiti in sectors such as: agriculture, energy, fisher-
ies, communications, health and education.

* As a result of Cuba ’s cooperation in the field of education, 160 thousand
30 Haitians have learned how to read and write.

* La solidaridad del pueblo cubano no llegd a Haiti con el terremoto, nues-
tra colaboracién a ese hermano pueblo ha sido ofrecida desde hace mas
de una década.

* En el momento en que el terremoto sacudié a Haiti se encontraban traba-
jando en ese hermano pais, de forma gratuita y desinteresada, alrededor
de 400 colaboradores cubanos.

* Los médicos cubanos comenzaron a brindar sus servicios desde el

primer instante después del terremoto. Ha sido la mas importante asisten-
cia médica que ha recibido el pueblo haitiano en las primeras 72 horas, y
practicamente la Unica en estos momentos.

* El dia 13 de enero, se incorporaron ademas a Puerto Principe mas de 60
colaboradores de la salud, entre ellos especialistas del Contingente “Henry
Reeve” para situaciones de emergencia, con experiencia en catastrofes
similares.

* Esta brigada médica portaba medicamentos, avituallamiento, alimentos,
bolsas de suero y de plasma.

* Hasta el jueves 14 de enero a las 20:00 horas se habian atendido 1 987
pacientes y realizado 111 intervenciones quirurgicas, en 5 puntos asisten-
ciales de Puerto Principe.

» Hospital de Campania del Anexo, Hospital La Renaissence , Hospital Ofat-
ma, Centros de Diagnéstico Integral de Grand Goave y Centro de Diagndstico
Integral de Mirebalais, estos dos ultimos situados en las afueras de la capital.

» Ademas, cooperantes cubanos de otros departamentos haitianos co-

menzaron a trabajar en el 6to punto de atencion, constituido en el Hospital
Delmas 33.

* Alrededor de 400 jévenes haitianos formados como médicos en Cuba traba-
jan hoy con el refuerzo cubano para salvar vidas en esta critica situacion.

» Podemos confirmar la informacion ya publicada sobre la autorizacién por
parte de Cuba, de manera inmediata tras la solicitud, de utilizar el espacio
aéreo cubano en el territorio oriental por parte de aeronaves norteamerica-
nas.

» Cuba esta dispuesta a cooperar con todas las naciones, en el terreno,

* Hasta la fecha han trabajado en este sector en Haiti 6 mil 94 colaboradores,
que han realizado mas de 14 millones de consultas médicas, mas de 225 mil
cirugias, atendido més de 100 mil partos, y salvado mas de 230 mil vidas.

* En el 2004, tras el paso de la tormenta tropical Jeanne por la ciudad de Go-

naives, Cuba brindé su ayuda con una brigada de 64 médicos y 12 toneladas
de medicamentos.

» 5 Centros de Diagnostico Integral, construidos por Cuba y Venezuela, pres-
taban servicios al pueblo haitiano antes del terremoto.

* Desde el 2004 se realiza la Operacion Milagro en Haiti. Hasta el 31 de
diciembre de 2009 se habian operado un total de 47 mil 273 haitianos.

* Actualmente estudian en Cuba un total de 660 jévenes haitianos, de ellos
541 se forman como médicos.

* En Cuba se han formado 917 profesionales, de los cuales 570 como médi-
cos.

» Cuba coopera con Haiti en sectores tales como la agricultura, energia,
pesca, comunicaciones, ademas de salud y educacion.

In response to the horrendous suffering of the Haitian people
resulting from the earthquake and its many aftershocks, many
Canadians have been wondering what is the most effective way
to provide aid.
